elections lead to favoritism in judicial rulings?

I plan to overcome that perception by simply being fair and impartial
in my interpretation of the written law. I will not allow my contributors
to forum shop, and I will not encourage contributors to request a judge
trial to provide them with a favorable ruling. Additionally, I will not
grant bond reductions for violent or repeat offenders without holding a
contradictory hearing and giving both sides proper notice.

4. Do you think the pressure to move cases as rapidly as possible is compatible with
justice, or is this a conflict?

The Sixth Amendment guarantees that each person is afforded the right
to a fair and speedy trial. Rushing through the trial process is in
conflict with justice. However it is necessary move a case quickly to
ensure that the defendant's constitutional rights are protected. Both
sides should be afforded a reasonable amount of time to adequately
prepare their case. If elected, I would be fair to each side but I would
not allow either side to be unprepared or to obtain multiple
continuances without showing good cause for the requests. I feel that
undue delays can weaken a case. If a case hinges on eyewitness
testimony, then delaying testimony increases the likelihood that
witnesses disappear or that their memories start to fade.

5. What steps do you think the Criminal District Court system should implement to
repair the crime situation in Orleans Parish, both the long-standing, chronic problems
and the present escalating situation?

The Criminal Justice system faces a number of problems but In order
to cure the current problems of rising crime specifically violent crime
the court must crack down on violent criminals but it must also address
the underlying social issues that are responsible for the crime rate. I
think the following are some steps that could be taken to solve some of
the problems.

A. All sections of court should make it a practice to hold a
contradictory hearing before modifying bonds for violent criminals
and multiple offenders.

B. In the cases where those accused of violent crimes or sex offenses
are afforded the opportunity to bond out. The court should increase the
use of House Arrest and electronic monitoring to maintain control of
these individuals when they appear to pose a risk to the general public
or the witnesses. Also, house arrest should be used as alternative
sentencing method to alleviate some of the overcrowding of Orleans
Parish Prison.

C. It would be beneficial to add another drug court and possibly
another mental health court to service more defendants that suffer from
drug addiction or mental illness.

D. The Criminal Court could also try to create a youth program
specifically directed to young adults 17-21. The program should be
designed to identify young offenders that have the potential to become
violent offenders and work to educate and counsel these individuals
and hopefully turn them around before they become violent offenders.

Will you initiate these measures from your bench?
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Yes. If elected, I plan use house arrests and electronic monitoring as a
means to control and inhibit violent offenders while they are out on
bond and awaiting trial. I also plan to use electronic monitoring to
keep tabs on accused sex offenders.

Additionally, I plan to reinstitute the drug court in section A or to
create a fifth drug court.

For younger offenders, I would add the requirement of obtaining a
GED and completing job skills training as a condition of probation for
all low risk offenders, not just drug court participants.

Lastly, I would like to create a program to address the needs of the young offenders in
the hopes of modifying their behavior before they become repeat offenders.

I will initiate these measures from the bench:

A) Evaluate the entire docket within the first sixty (60) days of taking
the bench. Dismiss non-prosecutable cases, give priority to older cases,
and assign realistic motion and trial dates to all docketed cases. 
B) Closely monitor all defendants on bond thru weekly reports, drug
screens and electronic monitoring, all at the defendant's expense. 
C) Have a victim completed impact/position statement in the record for
review by the Judge, Prosecutor and Defense Counsel. 
D) Implement and utilize pre-sentence investigation reports with
particular emphasis on defendant mental health issues. 
E) Require probation update reports every 100 days to include details
on education, employment, and mental and substance abuse status of
the probationer. 
F) Incorporate community service into sentencing whenever possible
to assist the community in rebuilding as well as providing the offender
the opportunity of being part of the rebuilding process. 
G) Employ court staff members who understand their job is to serve,
which may include late evening trials, working on Fridays and possibly
weekends if and when necessary. 
H) Handle in-custody arraignments, status hearings and similar
matters from the courtroom inside the jail or via video conferencing, to
avoid transport delays and dangers associated with jail to court
transports. 
I) Schedule mandatory pre-trial conferences before the day of trial to
insure the efficient flow of cases and avoid unnecessary
inconveniences to jurors, witnesses, law enforcement agents and all
other related departments of the criminal system.

I began my practice of law with the Orleans Indigent Defender's
Program in January 1990, ten days after I was sworn into the bar. I
entered the practice of criminal law because of my love for
Constitutional law. I first assigned to "serve" in Judge Miriam
Waltzer's section, after approximately one year I was assigned to
Judge Shirley Wimberly's section. It was during this period I began to
hone my skills as a trial lawyer.

From 1990 until 1993, I conducted at least one 12 member jury trial a
week. Many weeks, I conducted at least one 6 member jury trial also.
From the beginning of my employment with O.I.D.P. there was a
fundamental philosophical conflict between myself and the programs
administrators. They operated from the "old school" perspective that I
was "assigned to the judge." Dockets "are moved" by pleading persons
with no criminal record GUILTY at arraignment, making them
convicted felons and "closing" the case,. I believed my primary
allegiance was to my clients and not to "moving the judge's docket."
I resigned over this conflict.
Before I could cross the street, I was hired by a family to help their
child. I have continued to help families. When the Drug Court
movement began, I helped to bring the Judges of the Criminal District
Court's attention to this revolutionary change in the manner in which
most drug users are perceived and treated within the criminal justice
system. They are not criminals, they are fellow citizens with a health
condition that needs and responds to treatment.

My depth of legal knowledge, intellectual ability, cutting analysis and
deciveness are well known. On a daily basis I an called into one of the
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courts to help understand the law or to help find a way to do the "right
thing." Working at Tulane and Broad is not a job, it is a lifestyle. I
generally work seventy hours a week. I generally walk into the
building at 8:30 a.m. and if I am not "in trial" walk out about 4:00
p.m..

The Criminal District Court and all state court criminal dockets present
a scheduling nightmare. In the Criminal Court, there are twelve
sections of court opening at 9 a.m., Magistrate at 10 a.m. and
commissioner's court at 3 p.m.. Police officers, citizens, the accused
and lawyer often circle about the building for years as cases are
processed. These conflicts cause many missed days of work for
victims, their families and the families of defendants. Importantly,
1000's of hours of police time is consumed, doing nothing productive.

I promise that if I am given this year to serve, I will create a court that
will be a model; not only for the Criminal Court, but for the entire
county. My first child, Nola, is now eighteen months old, I want her to
grow up in a safe city, one she can love, the way I love New Orleans.

The immediate implementation of an integrated information system
would improve the criminal justice system. All components of the
criminal justice system will utilize the system and share information.
The most prominent example of this is the CourtNotify subpoena
delivery system currently scheduled for deployment in the Orleans
Criminal District Court. CourtNotify is a collaborative effort by
Orleans Criminal Justice agencies to modernize notice to witnesses,
especially law enforcement officers, regarding court appearances. The
system is internet based and allows for court appearance notices to be
delivered electronically via e-mail. Law enforcement witnesses must
acknowledge receipt of the notice within a set time period. Failure to
timely acknowledge the notice results in alerts being sent to
supervisory personnel who can then take appropriate action to ensure
appearance of the witness. This system also allows attorneys to
monitor whether appearance notices have been acknowledged, and to
update court witness lists. The system is also designed to facilitate
efficient docket movement by alerting court personnel and attorneys
when law enforcement witnesses are scheduled for multiple
appearances at the same time, or when appearances are scheduled on
leave days.

Secondly, as a judge I will order appropriate sentences. Violent repeat
offenders have no place on the streets of our community and must be
incarcerated. However, I will explore alternative sentencing options
like drug court and mental health court for nonviolent offenders.

Lastly, as a judge I would continue to be involved with the community.
Most criminal cases are drug cases. I will visit schools and talk to
young people about the importance of avoiding illegal drugs.
