1. What are your top three priorities for the office and why?

A) Coastal Restoration- By helping to restore our coastline and barrier
islands we will help to mitigate damages that may occur from future
tropical storms.

I would have our existing Vocational and Technical Colleges partner
with local companies including shipyards, construction and other
businesses that would benefit from a more educated workforce by
offering training for employees. We may also look into to expanding
some of these training programs into our high schools so that the
students that do not plan to attend college can hit the ground running
when they graduate.

We can make this attractive to these businesses by offering them tax credits for
helping to train and hire these students.

2. What specific legislation would you formulate or support to implement your
priorities?

Insurance: Review the benchmarks of the Louisiana Incentive Program
(Act 447 of 2007) and consider legislation to increase its effectiveness

Crime: Aggressively pursue any and all funding for equipment
upgrades and additional compensation for manpower; also, I will
author and support legislation to create a regional task force that
identifies and targets habitual violent offenders that cross political and
geographic jurisdictions

Healthcare: I will author and support legislation to allow dollars to
follow the patient; also, I will author and support legislation to
incorporate the LSUS model of public/private partnership for facilities
in the New Orleans area

3. What problems do you see with existing ethics reform legislation and what
additional reform would you support?

The problem with existing ethics reform legislation is that it increases
the workload without providing funding for the resources it would
strain. Additionally, current reform calls for transparency without
providing a way for citizens to readily access the information.
Therefore, I will be militant in pursuing recurring monies to be
allocated to house the volume of data that will be generated by these
reform measures so that it is easily accessible to the general public and
provide compensation for the additional manpower hours associated
with it. With the multitude of ethics reform currently being proposed, I
would examine it for areas of deficiencies and immediately move
forward with legislation to close the gap.

4. How would you rank infrastructure needs and how will you fund the needed
improvements for the top three? For example: roads, bridges, levees, ecosystem
reconstruction, municipal water and sewer systems and public transportation.

I would not rank one above the other, but feel strongly that our top
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three infrastructure needs are levees, roads and bridges. I will first seek
to identify and eliminate redundancies within DOTD to fund these
desperately needed infrastructure projects. In addition, I will introduce
legislation to create an investment fund with a portion of any surplus
deemed by the Revenue Estimating Conference and use the interest
income to fund these projects.

5. What legislation would you support to educate a workforce for advancing the
economic development of Louisiana?

I will first initiate an alliance between industry and the Louisiana
Technical College system and support legislation to bring vo-tech
programs to two year colleges. Secondly, I will consider the same
legislation for high schools given the Department of Education's
statistic that only 42% of high school graduates go on to college in
Louisiana.
