1. What are your top three priorities for the office and why?

1. What are your top three priorities for the office and why?

My top three priorities for District 91 are ethics reform, crime, and
economic development. An important part of representing the people is
to know the needs and concerns of those being represented. I  have
spent the last several months walking the district and speaking to the
residents of District 91. These issues are the issues that are most
important to them. Other issues include government spending, roads
and infrastructure, and education.

2. What specific legislation would you formulate or support to implement your
priorities?

I  would formulate or support legislation that would provide state
funding for witness protection programs. I  would also support
initiatives that would provide incentives to surrounding jurisdictions
for assisting Orleans Parish with protecting its witnesses.

I  would support financial disclosure for elected officials. I  would also
support limiting  state contracts provided to elected official and their
immediate family members. Additionally, there should be greater
public access to lobbying activities. Finally, I  would support
legislation that would require ethics education for all public officials,
elected or otherwise.

District 91 has a considerable number of small businesses and three
significant small business corridors. Therefore, I  would support
legislation that would create special taxing districts for these areas
similar to the downtown development district. I  would also sponsor
legislation that provides tax incentives/breaks to small business
owners. Finally, I  would support legislation that would provide for
several tax free days throughout the year.

3. What problems do you see with existing ethics reform legislation and what
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additional reform would you support?

The problem with ethics reform legislation is that there has not been
enough reform. We have one of the worst records in the country for
ethics. I  would support greater disclosures as discussed above.

4. How would you rank infrastructure needs and how will  you fund the needed
improvements for the top three?

Roads are a major concern for the residents of district 91. Roads,
bridges and public transportation are inadequate and are slowing down
the recovery of Louisiana. It has been reported that nearly 15% of the
roads are structurally deficient. Inadequate roads and bridges cost lives
and Louisiana has a disproportionate number of traffic fatalities
according to some reports. A state of the art transportation system is
essential for economic growth. As the New Orleans metropolitan area
becomes more regional, it  is important for our public transportation
takes these new markets into account.

Existing revenue must be restructured in order to maximize federal
matching funding. For instance, the gas tax in other states is dedicated
to infrastructure funding. These reforms would provide additional
infrastructure dollars for road, levees and bridges.

5. What legislation would you support to educate a workforce for advancing the
economic development of Louisiana?

I  would support increased funding into vocational programs.
Vocational programs are a fundamental part of work force
development for the state of Louisiana. Many of skilled labor positions
go unfilled due to the lack of trained workforce. Additionally, I  would
support initiatives to provide certification for the students. Training
programs that are not certification programs leave out an important
component. A vocational school within the district that provides
certificate programs would be a way to resolve the issue.

Ethics Reform: We must overcome the shadow of uncertainty that has
been cast over our city and state. By passing the strictest ethics laws in
the nation we can send a message that Louisiana is leaving behind the
politics and corruption of the past and moving towards a thriving and
vibrant economy.

Crime: We must do everything we can to fully  fund our police
department and district attorney's office. We also must hold them
accountable. The legislature has oversight authority over these
agencies, in the next session we should utilize this authority.

Toughen sentences for intimidation of witnesses
Cut business taxes
One time expenditure to up the funding of the port of New Orleans
Require full  financial disclosure of legislators and lobbyists.

3. What problems do you see with existing ethics reform legislation and what
additional reform would you support?

I  support requiring full  financial disclosure from all legislators and
statewide elected officials. I  would increase public access to the details
of lobbyist activities, including expenditures and more stringent
registration requirements. I  would propose legislation to make the
allocation of state funds for local projects more transparent. I  would
also propose spending more money to fund the Board of Ethics to
assist in training of leaders to prevent violations, and the enforcement
of ethics laws against those that violate the ethics laws.
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4. How would you rank infrastructure needs and how will  you fund the needed
improvements for the top three? For example: roads, bridges, levees, ecosystem
reconstruction, municipal water and sewer systems and public transportation.

Levees, Rebuilding the Coastline, repairing roads, sewerage and water
systems, and public transportation are all important to the well-being
of our state and the economy. Levees and Coastal Erosion concerns
should be addressed by Federal funding, and I  will  advocate for the
federal government to step up and do what is necessary in those areas.
It is within the State purview, and essential to our economic growth to
provide the best roads possible and update public transportation. These
would be priorities. To the extent possible I  would try to provide
assistance to localities in dealing with sewerage and water system
upgrades.

5. What legislation would you support to educate a workforce for advancing the
economic development of Louisiana?

I  would propose legislation increasing students opportunities to engage
in dual enrollment programs while in high school. These programs
would include taking high school courses, and also taking courses at
local community and trade colleges. This would provide necessary
access to training for those students who chose not to attend traditional
universities, and decide instead to join the workforce.

I  would further propose setting up a fund that would be set aside to
provide rapid training in the event that a business wishes to operate in
Louisiana.
